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MODEL CONSTITUTION OF DISTRICT/ZONAL CRICKET ASSOCIATION

In exercise of the powers conferred under the Constitution of Pakistan Cricket Board 2014, the
Governing Board PCB is pleased to approve this Constitution for regulating the affairs of
District/Zonal Cricket Associations in Pakistan which shall be implemented by all District/Zonal
Cricket Associations within three months from the date of communication of this Constitution.

Preamble

WHEREAS it is expedient to provide for the establishment, formation, operation and regulation
of the affairs of District/Zonal Cricket Associations in Pakistan, therefore, this Constitution
hereby provides as follows:

1. Name of Association:
The Association shall be called District/Zonal Cricket Association with
its Head office at and affiliated with the PCB.

2. Definitions:
i) “Active Club” means a Cricket Club which:

a. has adopted the model constitution as formulated by the PCB Board of
Governors within a period of 03 months from the date on which the model
constitutionis communicated by the Board, failing which the status of club will
ipso facto becomein-active;

b. having not less than 16 playing members registered with the District Cricket
Association, or as the case may be, Zonal Cricket Association to which it is
affiliated and verified by the Scrutiny Committee of the Board;

c. has formulated rules for regulating business and the conduct of its members;

d. participates in, every calendar year (January to December), in at least two
tournaments organized by the District or Zonal Cricket Association (as the case
may be) to which it is affiliated or two other tournaments approved or

recognized by the Board;

e. does notbelongto any Service Organization or Department;

f. has the use of a pitch where net practice is regularly held subject to the
satisfaction of the Board;

Explanation
For the purposes of this clause, not more than three cricket clubs may use the
same pitch for practice and nets.

g. Is not a Defaulter of the Dues of the concerned District/Zonal Cricket
Association;

h. regularly pays the Annual subscription fee as prescribed from time to time by
the Board; and

has actively participated in the tournaments as mentioned in sub-para (d)
above for atleast the last three years;

“Ad-hoc” means any appointment made for the time being by the Board, whether in
supersession of the office bearers or otherwise;

“Association” means a District/Zonal Cricket Association recognized by the Board;
“Board” means Pakistan Cricket Board;

“Casual Vacancy” means the vacancy (ies) arising due to the death, resignation,
removal, withdrawal, disability or disqualification of an office bearer;

“Chairman” means Chairman of the Board;

“Chief Operating Officer” means Chief Operating Officer of the Board;

“Committee” shall mean the committee established by the Executive Committee of the
Association from time to time in the number as per its requirements for undertaking
specific task(s);

“Defaulter” means a person who: has not submitted accounts with the PCB; has failed
to pay any fine imposed by the PCB; has failed to clear PCB or any Cricket Association's
Dues; or whose name has appeared in the defaulters' list of any utility services like

electricity, gas, waterand any others;

“Dues” includes annual subscription, registration fee, guarantee money of match (es),

tournament fees or any other levy or charge or any fine imposed by the Board or by any
Cricket Association with approval of the Board, as the case may be;

“Election Commission” means the Election Commissioner as well as the Deputy
Election Commissioner(s) appointed under the PCB Constitution;

“Executive Committee” shall mean the Executive Committee of the Association
constituted under this Constitution;

“Federal Institution” and/or “Provincial Institution” means the department(s) and/or
institution(s) under the control of the Government of Pakistan or any Provincial
Government, as the case may be;

“Financial Year” means the period from 1" July to 30" June of every calendar year;

“General Body” means and includes all members and elected office bearers of the
Association;

“Inactive Club” means any club which does not fulfill the qualifications as provided
underclause 2(i) above;

“Member” means the Active Cricket Clubs affiliated with the District/Zonal Cricket
Association;

xviii.“Office bearer” shall mean the elected representative of any Cricket Association;

“Patron” meansthe Prime Minister of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan;

“President” means any person elected as President of District/Zonal Cricket
Association for a period of three years and notified as such by the Board;

“Province” means territory declared as a Province of Pakistan under Article 1 of the
Constitution of Islamic Republic of Pakistan, 1973;

“Provisional Committee” means a committee appointed by the Board in such Regions,
Districts, or Zones where the tenure of the elected representative expires to perform
the functions of the relevant Cricket Association or any other function so assigned by
the Board;

“Scrutiny Committee” means a Committee constituted by the Board fromtime to time,
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forthe scrutiny of clubs;

xxiv.“Secretary” means any person elected as a Secretary of District/Zonal Cricket
Association for a period of three years and notified as such by the Board;

XXv. “Secretariat” means the Head Office of Association;

xxvi.“Service Organization or Department” means an entity recognized by the Board as
such, which may be a body established by the Federal Government or a Provincial
Government or a statutory corporation, or undertaking or a company registered or
established by or under the law for time being in force or any other body which is
owned or controlled by the Government or in which the Government has a controlling
share orinterest or any other body;

Xxvii.“Treasurer” means any person elected as Treasurer of District/Zonal Cricket
Association for a period of three years and notified as such by the Board; and

xxviii. “Undertaking” means the undertaking given by the office bearer(s) of the Association
inthe format provided by the Board from time to time

3. Objects and Functions of District/Zonal Cricket Association:

The objects and functions of the District/Zonal Cricket Association shall be to:
a) promote, control, manage, regulate and develop the game of cricket within its
jurisdiction;

b) organize and hold at least two cricket tournaments annually within its
jurisdiction and also maintain all relevant record, i.e. including but not limited to
draws, score books, Match Officials record, player's performance data and
registered players record;

c) collect subscription or any other fees payable by the clubs or players and ensure
thatthe same s utilized for the promotion of club cricket;

d) to supervise cricket activities as well as functioning of the member(s);

e) promote formation of clubs, regulate their affiliation, and resolve any disputes
of aclub falling under the mandate of the District/Zonal Cricket Association;

ensure that the Rules and/or Regulations as devised by the Board are
implemented in letter and spiritin theirjurisdiction;

coordinate cricket activities within their jurisdiction including but not limited to
holding and organizing the tournaments, and endeavor to also organize
tournaments for schools;

generate funds, donations and subscriptions and utilize them in the manner as
deemed expedient for achieving objectives and to maintain record of the same;

ensure proper utilization of funds collected by it and maintain record of the
same for the preparation of accounts;

undertake selection and formation of a cricket team to represent in
tournamentsin accordance with the Board's policies, if any;

appoint managers and other team officials for tournaments organized by the
Board with prior intimation to the concerned Regional Cricket Association. For
avoidance of doubt, the Match Officials for tournaments organized by the Board
shall be appointed by the Board;

acquire, construct, develop and maintain stadium, playing grounds and other
properties in consultation with the concerned Regional Cricket Association;

promote, control, regulate, manage and develop cricket for men, women, blind,
deaf, disabled and veterans within their jurisdiction;

educate and ensure implementation of the Code of Conduct, Anti-Corruption
and other codes and rules/regulations to its members/office bearers/officials
Match Officials and players, as devised by the Board and/or ICC from time to
time;

manage and maintain the Secretariat of the District/Zonal Cricket Association
and to recruit necessary staff. It is clarified that the staff hired by the
District/Zonal Cricket Association shall be the employee(s) of the concerned
District/Zonal Cricket Association and not of the Board; accordingly, the
Association shall be solely responsible in terms of financial obligations and
otherwise as employer towards such staff;

manage and operate the bank accounts on behalf of the District/Zonal Cricket
Association;

to formulate rules and regulations, scales, pays and other emoluments for the
staff of District/Zonal Cricket Association;

ensure elimination of any and all forms of corruptionin their jurisdiction and the
clubs, members, Match Officials or players registered with the District/Zonal
Cricket Association and to report the same to the concerned Regional/City
Cricket Association and the Board immediately;

the audit of District/Zonal Cricket Association shall be conducted by a renowned
audit firm approved by the PCB at the cost of the District/Zonal Cricket
Association. The Board may require the Association to provide an
update/report on any other matter atany time;

provide copies of accounts to the concerned Regional Cricket Association
and/or the Board when required;

to resolve disputes arising within their jurisdiction under intimation to the
Board;

the District/Zonal Cricket Association shall distribute the funds received on
account of prize money, grants, donations etc. received from PCB or any other
source(s) to all concerned players, team officials or any other person, as the case
may be, within 10 days of receipt thereof. In case of non-compliance,
proceedings under Clause 40 below may be initiated against the office bearers
of District/Zonal Cricket Association;

the District/Zonal Cricket Associations shall submit a report to the Board
relating to its performance and functions every year by 31" December by filling
in the prescribed proforma attached as Annex “A”. In case the report reflects
violations or shortcomings on part of District/Zonal Cricket Association, the
Board may take appropriate action in the following manner:

i) warning may be issued to rectify any breach in a specified time which may not
exceed three months from the date of issuance of the said Warning;

ii) in case of failure of District/Zonal Cricket Association to do the needful within
the prescribed time granted by the Board, it shall be suspended till rectification
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for a further period of two months; a fine may also be imposed which may be
recovered from the annual grant to be paid to the Association; and

iii) If, even after all the sanctions as stated above have been applied, the
Association fails to comply, then the procedare under clause 40 below may be
initiated.

District/Zonal Cricket Association may supply to any applicant a certified copy (ies)
of the record pertaining to Club Information and Data Proforma (CIDP), Draws,
Score sheets, Player's information, match/tournament information, fee record and any
other record on receipt of Rs.100/- per page; whereas, PCB shall receive Rs. 200/-
per page for the copy of record of DCA/RCA lying with PCB.

4. District/Zonal Cricket Association:

The District/Zonal Cricket Association shall be an elected body which has not less than
ten Active Clubs of the said District as its members and has been declared as a District
Cricket Association by PCB. This sub-clause shall apply mutatis mutandis in case of
Zones for City Cricket Associations. Gilgit-Baltistan Cricket Association(s) shall be
treated as District(s) in all domestic tournaments. Provided that in case of Islamabad
and the Districts of Azad Jammu & Kashmir AJK) Region, the number of Active clubs per
zone/district shall not be less than seven. The District/Zonal Cricket Association shall
comprise:

i) General Body; and

ii) Executive Committee

A District/Zonal Cricket Association shall carry out its aims and objects as provided
under the model constitution through the General Body and Executive Committee.

The Election Commission shall conduct elections of the following Office Bearers of the
District/Zonal Cricket Association strictly in accordance with PCB’s Election Procedure:-

i) President
ii) Secretary
iii) Treasurer

In addition to the above, Vice President and Joint Secretary shall be elected by the
General Body of concerned District/Zonal Cricket Association within 15 days of the
elections of District/Zonal Cricket Association and shall perform such duties as may be
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assigned by the Executive Committee.

4.4 The tenure of the supra referred Office Bearers shall be three years unless otherwise
removed in accordance with the applicablerules.

4.5 *Election schedule may be announced within 4 weeks prior to expiry of tenure of
elected office bearers subject to finalization of voters list. If newly elected body could
not be formed (for any reason whatsoever) within 4 weeks after the expiry of the
tenure of the office bearers, Chairman PCB may appoint a Provisional Committee
for day to day management of the Association initially for a period of 30 days, ex-
tendable at Chairman PCB'’s discretion.

4.6 The Presidents of Active cricket clubs of the District/Zonal Cricket Associations shall cast
vote to elect the President, Secretary and Treasurer of a District/Zonal Cricket
Association. There shall be no voting through proxy at any material time.

4.7 The tenure of Office Bearers shall be three years. Provided that a person may only be
elected for three consecutive tenures, and thereafter shall not be eligible to hold any
office (President, Secretary and Treasurer) until a lapse of one term of three years from
the expiry of the third tenure.

4.8 The District/Zonal Cricket Association shall at its own cost and expense, prepare and
provide an audit report annually containing accounts, audited by the
company/firm nominated by the Board, to the Board. The Board may require the
Association to provide update/report on any other matter atany time.

4.9 The District/Zonal Cricket Association shall follow the Constitution of the Board and any
otherrules, regulations, bye laws devised, instructions or directives issued by the
Board, from time to time. Provided always, that in case of conflict between the
Constitution of the Board and the District/Zonal Cricket Association, the Constitution
of the Board shall prevail. Provided further that the Board shall be the sole judge for
issuing any clarification orinterpreting any instruction or direction, when required.

4.10 A vote of “no confidence” against any Office Bearer shall not be initiated prior to expiry
of 18 months from the date of notification of elected Office Bearers of the District/Zonal
Cricket Association. In case of failure of the “no confidence” motion, the same shall not
be re-initiated prior to the expiry of 12 months.

4.11 An elected Office Bearer shall only be removed through a no confidence motion by
adopting the following procedure:

A resolution shall only be moved if signed by at least 50% of the Electoral
College of District/Zonal Cricket Association.

Detailed reasons for the removal of an elected office bearer shall be givenin the
resolution.

Seven days notice, along with a copy of the resolution to this effect, shall be
served to the Officer Bearer against whom such aresolution has been moved.

A resolution to the said effect shall be passed by 3/4"of electoral college
(Presidents of Active cricket clubs) of the concerned District/Zonal Cricket
Association.

A special meeting held for the no confidence motion shall be monitored by a
representative nominated by the Election Commission.

Minutes of the special meeting, along with attendance marked with CNIC, shall
be recorded and a copy of the proceedings shall be submitted to the Election
Commission.

The seat vacant as a result of the no confidence motion shall be filled for the
remaining tenure through election within 30 days.

4.12 An office bearer of the District/Zonal Cricket Association, if elected for Regional/
City Cricket Association shall not be entitled to hold both positions and shall vacate one

post.

4.13 Polling for Election of District/Zonal Cricket Association may be held either at

concerned District/Zonal or Regional Secretariat or Gaddafi Stadium, Lahore or any
neutral venue.*

4.14 The Presidents of the Active clubs with voting rights (the electoral college) will not be
changed after the issuance of the election schedule. * However, the voters list may be changed in
case of death of the voter and in this regard for a change of voter/president, due process as per applicable rules,
regulations and club constitution shall be adopted prior to polling date. If any change could not be materialized
prior to polling date, then polling would be held without change of voters list.

4.15 If any seat of any Officer Bearer of a concerned Active Club becomes vacant,
such seat shall be filled in accordance with club constitution after polling of the
District/Zonal Cricket Association and such vacancy will not affect the
election process of the District/Zonal Cricket Association.

4.16 Clubs shall not change their office bearers and/or their playing members from the time
of submission of CIDPs until the completion of scrutiny and electoral process.

4.17 The District/Zonal Cricket Association shall appoint a Legal Advisor.

4.18 Two months prior to the expiry of three years tenure, the President of
District/Zonal Cricket Association shall provide alist of Presidents of Active clubs to
the Election Commission. If any club has changed its president by following the
procedure laid downin club constitution, the President shall provide documentary

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evidence of such proceeding, which would be verified from the record of PCB. After due
verification, the name of the new President will be incorporated in the voters list
accordingly. In the case of any dispute regarding the Club President, the Election
Commission or his authorized representative(s), after hearing the parties concerned,
shall decide the matter accordingly.

4.19 Upon issuance of the election schedule of Regional Cricket Association, the
resignation of any office bearers of District/Zonal Cricket Association shall not be valid.

5. Postponement:

The Election Commission shall have discretion to postpone the elections on following
grounds. The Election Commission shall exercise his discretion in the following

circumstances:-
a) Death of a candidate;

b) Non-availability of the Election Commission or genuine pre-occupation of
Eltion Commission or its staff on the said date;

c) Under unavoidable circumstances i.e. riots, earthquake, natural

calamities, court order, law and order situation, curfew, violent protest on such
dates. In case of court order, certified copy of the order shall be accepted;

and/or
d) Conditions described inthe doctrine of force majeure.

6. Qualifications of the Office Bearers of the District/Zonal Cricket Associations:

Any person wishing to contest the elections of District/Zonal Cricket Association shall
fulfill the following qualification criteria:-

a. Is a Pakistani citizen; 1
b. Is resident of the same District/Zone;
c. Should be a member of an Active club declared as such by the Scrutiny

Committee of PCB;

d. Is actively associated with the game of cricket inthe area of his residence;

1. As amended by The Board of Governors (BOG) in the 38th meeting of the BOG on 17th November 2015 to be read as follows
and effective from such date as specified as above “Is resident of the same District except in the case of Lahore, Karachi and

Islamabad, where such person must be residing within the territorial limits of the same city”
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e. Holds a minimum academic qualification equivalent to Intermediate from an
institution recognized by the concerned educational board and a verified copy
of the same from the concerned educational board is submitted to the Board as
required;

f. Does not have any criminal record and/or has not been fined by any competent
court of law in any form whatsoever;

g. Is not a Defaulter;

h. In case a Defaulter, candidate clears his Dues prior to the filing of nomination
papers and presents his No Demand Certificate (NDC), he shall be eligible to
contest elections;

Is not an incumbent office bearer of any political party, elected representative,
Minister, Senator, MNA, MPA, MLA, Nazim, Naib Nazim, Councilor, nor a person
who has contested general and/or local body elections in the last five years nor
draws financial or material support from any Political, Religious, Ethnic or
Sectarian party. In case any office bearer violates the provisions of this para
during his tenure, he will stand disqualified or shall be de-notified forthwith;

j- Is not a Government servant, public servant, civil servant nor an employee of
any Federal or Provincial Corporation nor any employee of any autonomous
body or department or companies affiliated with the Board. In case it comes to
the knowledge of the Board that the office bearer was a Government
Servant/public servant/civil servant etc. at the occasion of his election and he
concealed this fact or joined the above mentioned service later on, he would
stand disqualified from holding his office and/or de-notified;

k. Is neither Chairman nor member of the Provisional Committee of Cricket
Association two working days after the issuance of election schedule;

Match Officials shall not be eligible to contest elections for any post while
undertaking any assignment on behalf of PCB and/or while under the
employment of PCB;

m. No person can contest the election for any office of Cricket Association in case
he has been found guilty of failing to handover accounts/record etc. to the new
*Office bearers/Provisional Committee at anytime in the past. In such an eventuality, he shall produce a
NOC from the new *Office bearers/Provisional Committee before his nomination formis accepted;

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n. If any office bearer is removed through supersession as prescribed under the
Regulations, he will not be eligible to contest elections for any post in the
elections conducted immediately thereafter; and

o. If a person during his tenure as an office bearer failed to organize at least two
tournaments in every calendar year as prescribed under the PCB Constitution,
then such person shall not be eligible to participate in the subsequent elections.

p. * If a person is found to have submitted false declaration or given wrong information in a
nomination form he shall not be eligible to contest election for three years.

7. No office bearer of District/Zonal Cricket Association shall be permitted to play in domestic
crickettournaments except club cricket.

8. Ifthe elections (for President, Secretary - & Treasurer) end in a tie then the tenure of three
years will be divided into two phases, each of 18 months duration. The decision to the effect
as to who will takeover in the first instance may be made through a win/lose on toss or with
the mutual understanding of both candidates.

9. Registration of Clubs by District/Zonal Cricket Associations:

a) Clubs meeting the following criteria shall stand provisionally registered with the
concerned District/Zonal Cricket Association:

i Has not less than 16 playing members registered with the District/Zonal
Cricket Association as the case may be;

ii. Has formulated byelaws for regulating business and the conduct of its
members;

iii. Has the use of a pitch where net practice is regularly held;
Explanation: For the purpose of this clause, not more than three cricket
clubs may use the same pitch and nets; and

iv. Deposit a provisional registration fee amounting to PKR. 2500/-
(Pakistan Rupees Two Thousand and Five Hundred only) or as may be
determined by the Board from time to time, in the Bank Account of
the concerned District/Zonal Cricket Association.

b) To get their registration confirmed, such clubs shall:

i) Deposit the annual subscription fee amounting to PKR. 1500/- (Pakistan
Rupees One Thousand Five Hundred Only)or as may be determined by

the Board from time to time, in the Bank Account of the concerned
District/Zonal Cricket Association latest by 31" December of the relevant
year.

The payment voucher shall be provided to District/Zonal Cricket
Association.

Failure to deposit the annual subscription fee by the stipulated date
shall result in imposition of a fine, by the District/Zonal Cricket
Association, amounting to PKR. 300/- for each month the same is not
deposited or as may be prescribed by the Board from time to time.

If the club fails to deposit annual subscription fee for a period of six
months after the due date i.e. 31"December, the matter of such default
by the club shall be referred by the District/Zonal Cricket Association to
the Regional/City Cricket Association. The Regional/City Cricket
Association shall depute an official, who shall give an opportunity of
hearing to such defaulter club and thereafter pass a reasoned order,
which may include cancellation of registration of the defaulter club.

Only the clubs who have been registered at least since the last 3 years with
District/Zonal Cricket Association shall be eligible to participate in the
subsequent scrutiny process.

The scrutiny of registered clubs shall be carried out in accordance with the
PCB scrutiny procedure.

10. District/Zones Championship (Inter Club Tournament):

10.1

The District/Zonal Cricket Association shall ensure participation of all
registered clubs, whether active or Inactive, in the District/Zones
Championship (Inter Club Tournament) and shall report any willful
absence/non-participation of a registered club to Regional/City Cricket
Association with copy to be sent tothe Board.

The District /Zonal Cricket Association shall devise a plan
containing necessary detail of the program, including but not
limited to draws, fixtures etc. required for the holding of
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District/Zonal Championship and send it to the Board through
the Regional Cricket Association at least one month prior to the
proposed date of District/Zonal Championship.

The District/Zonal Cricket Association shall make
recommendations to the Regional Cricket Association with a copy to
be sent to the Board, about venues / grounds where the tournament
matches are to be played and the proposed dates and time.

Pursuant to its approval, which shall not be withheld by the
Regional/City Cricket Association, the schedule of the
District/Zonal Championship shall be publicized through press;
additionally, it shall also be communicated to the clubs through
official letters to make their participation possible.

Clubs which do not participate in the tournament for reasons other
than force majeure shall face a penalty in the form of a fine of Rs.
3000.00 and/or cancellation of registration by the Board. The Board
shall be the sole judge to determine whether the non-participation
was for a reason of force majeure.

The absentee club shall not be allowed to participate in the next
tournament, until payment of the fineimposed againstit.

The District/Zonal Cricket Association shall send copies of the
score sheets of all matches of District/Zone Championship to the
Regional Cricket Association for onward submission to the Board
as and when required, and shall furnish the same to registered
clubs upon written application.

Records, score books, draws, fixtures, summaries of expenditure
in respect of the tournament etc. shall be maintained by the
District /Zonal Cricket Association or clubs, as the case may be,
which they shall be required to produce at the time of scrutiny.
Additionally, they shall also maintain the record of performance
of players in statistical terms (average / percentage wise) in
respect of batting, bowling etc. so that they are readily available,
when required by the Board, for selection of district / regional
teamsorany other reason.
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h. Every club shall ensure that it comprises of registered players
and that the players not registered with the club, shall not be
includedin the team so as to cause unfair advantage.

A tournament committee comprising of at least 3 members (including
a Chairman) constituted by the respective Cricket Association, shall
ensure that the list provided by each club allowed to represent the club
without written permission of the Tournament Committee.

10.2 Change of Club, NOC and Transfer Fee:

10.2.1 No player is allowed to register himself with more than one club nor shall any club
knowingly register any player who is already registered with any other club; however,
in case aregistered player wishes to get himself registered with another club, he shallin
the month of June only:

(i) Apply in writing, addressed to Secretary of the Club to which he is registered,
for a No Objection Certificate (NOC) which shall not be unreasonably withheld.

(ii) The application shall be accompanied with a fee amounting to PKR. 500/-
(Pakistan Rupees Five Hundred Only) as may be prescribed by the Board from
time to time in the form of a pay order in the name of the Club for issuance of
NOC.

(iii) Prior to issuance of NOC, the applicant / player shall clear all dues, arrears /
liabilities, if any.

If any club comes to know after registering a player that he was already registered with
any other club, such club shall immediately cancel his registration and inform the same
to the relevant District Cricket Association/Zonal Cricket Association which shall also
notify the Board in writing of any such change. The association shall declare such player
ineligible for being registered with any club for a period of six months and notify the
same toall clubs affiliated withiit.

10.2.2 Procedure:
(i) In case the club accedes to hisrequest, it shallissue NOCimmediately.

(ii) In case of refusal by the club, reasons shall be given in writing within a
period of 7 days and the same shall be communicated to the applicant /

The decision of President District/Zonal Cricket Association may be
challenged by filing an appeal to the President of the concerned
Regional Cricket Association. The player or any other aggrieved person
may file an appeal within seven (07) days of the decision of President
District/Zonal Cricket Association to the concerned President Regional
Cricket Association who will pass a written order with reason within 15
days of receipt of the appeal. The decision of the President Regional
Cricket Association shall be final and binding on all parties.

10.2.3 Procedureto change the club name and office bearers:

Change of Club Name

The following requirements shall be fulfilled by the club wishing to change its name:

A resolution to the effect that the club wishes to change its name shall
be passed by the general body, which shall be signed by the members
with copies of their CNICs. Provided that such resolution shall be passed
with 3/4" of the total voting members of the general body of the club.

The fee amounting to PKR. 5000/- (Pakistan Rupees Five Thousand only)
shall bepaid by the club in the name of District/Zonal Cricket
Associationinthe amount as prescribed by the Board, from time to time.

Club Information and Data Proforma (CIDP) to be prepared de novo and
attested copies are to be sent to Regional/City Cricket Association,
District/Zonal Cricket Association and PCB followed by issuance of
notification by the District/Zonal Cricket Association confirming change
of name of the club. The copies of such notification shall be provided to
the club, District/Zonal Cricket Association, Regional/City Cricket
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Association andthe Board.

iv) The change of name of the club shall only be effective upon issuance of
notification by District/Zonal Cricket Association.

If the concerned District/Zonal Cricket Association fails to issue a notification
declaring the change of club name despite the fulfillment of the above criteria
within 30 days, the change of club name will be deemed to be effective
there after.

11. Membership:

11.1  Any Club, fulfilling the requirements as provided under clause 2 (i) above
and declared Active by the Scrutiny Committee shall be affiliated as
Member of the concerned District/Zonal Cricket Association.

11.2 The Executive Committee of the concerned District/Zonal Cricket Association
upon completion of every calendar year, shall review whether the Active
Clubs are abiding by their obligations as specified in the Club Constitution.
In the event that the Executive Committee observes that any Active Club
has failed in this regard, the matter may be referred to the Regional/City
Cricket Association along with the relevant record, evidence, and reasons
in writing to review the veracity of the findings of the District/Zonal Cricket
Association. The Regional/City Cricket Association after hearing all
concerned parties shall forward its observations to the Election
Commission. The Election Commission shall thereafter pass an
appropriate order.

11.3 If at any stage, PCB deems it necessary to undertake the scrutiny process of
any cricket club(s), it may order for a de novo scrutiny subject to recording

reasonsinwriting.

11.4 The District/Zonal Cricket Associations shall maintain a complete record of
its Members and submit the same to the Board onan annual basis.

12. Suspension of Membership:

12.1 The Executive Committee of District/Zonal Cricket Associations may forward
its recommendations to the Regional/City Cricket Association
for suspension of any member Club by recording reasons in writing,
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which may include violation of any provision of the Board's Constitution
or any rules, regulations, bye-laws, instructions, directions or
undertakings. The Regional/City Cricket Association shall review the
veracity of the findings of the District/Zonal Cricket
Association after hearing all concerned parties shall make
recommendations to the Board. The Board shall thereafter pass an
appropriate order.

12.2 The membership of a Club may be suspended by the Board for reasons to
be recorded in writing.

13. Restoration of Membership:

On the basis

of recommendations/observations made by the concerned Cricket
or exercising suo-moto discretion, as the case may be, the Board may at

any time, restore the membership of the suspended Club, if it is satisfied that the
suspended Club has subsequently fulfilled the required criteria or is able to give reason
for recalling the suspension or has rectified the fault. The Board may overrule the
recommendations of the respective Cricket Association(s) and for reasons to be
recorded in writing, order elections of Club within a period of 30 days of suspension of

such member.

14. Undertaking by the Office Bearers:

In addition to the undertaking under Paragraph 19 of the PCB Constitution, every office
bearer of a Cricket Association shall give an undertaking to the Board upon his being
elected, to the effect that:

he shall abide by the Model Constitution, Rules, Regulations and
any directives formulated orissued, from time to time, by the Board;

he shall submit Club Information & Data Proforma (CIDP) of all registered
clubs to PCB submitasand when required by the Board;

he shall not criticize the Pakistan Cricket Board or any of its
functionaries or Member(s) in/on any media platform;
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e. he shall not hold any press conference, meeting, protest or
participate in any procession, display any placard etc. against the
Board and its officials at any private or public venue, individually or

collectively;
f. he shall abide by the directions of the Board;
g. he shall upon expiry of tenure or removal from office hand over

all relevant documents including but not limited to accounts, records,
CIDP etc. to the newly elected Office Bearers and/or a Provisional
Committee as the case may be;

h. he confirms that any and all information provided by him, is and
will be correct and accurate;

i. he shall submit Annexure “B” regarding any change of player(s) or
officer bearer(s) of the club to the Election Commission within 15 days of
such change on the prescribed proforma issued by the Board from time
totime; and

j. he shall exhaust all remedies available in this Model Constitution
orthe Board's Constitution for redressal of grievances.

The Board may modify the contents of the above undertaking from time to time.

15 Violation of Undertaking by Office Bearers:

If, in the opinion of the Board, any Member/Office Bearer is in violation of the
undertaking given by him, the Board may take suo-moto notice or on
application/complaint of any aggrieved individual, person or body. Upon initiation of
action hereunder, the Board shall issue a Show Cause Notice to such Member/Office
Bearer. For the sake of clarification, it is expressly provided that the proceedings against
any member/office Bearer shall be in person unless the Board specifically issues notice
to his association. The Member/Office Bearer to whom notice is issued shall respond to
the same within a period of seven days in writing. If the reply to notice is found
unsatisfactory, the Board shall appoint an officer to conduct an inquiry in the matter
who shall also give an opportunity of personal hearing to the Member/Office Bearer,
and submit the report along with findings to the Election Commission. The Election
Commission shall carry out the findings by passing an order within 30 days of receipt of
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the findings. Any person aggrieved of the decision of the Election Commission may
preferan appeal as per Article 37of the Constitution of the Board.

16. Powers and Functions of the President of Cricket Association:

upcoming Financial Year and submit the same to the General Body for
necessary approval;

d) Toincur expenditure in accordance with the guidelines prescribed by the
Executive Committee;

Maintain proper books of accounts including expenditures along with
vouchers etc. from the Managers of teams for maintenance of accounts
register. Before making any payment, the vouchers and accounts shall be
verified by the Secretary;

Shall sign negotiable instruments on behalf of the Cricket Association,
jointly with the President or the Secretary, to operate bank
accounts. Accordingly, any negotiable instrument of the Association, in
orderto be valid, shall bear two signatures; and

Submit complete audited accounts of the Cricket Association for
consideration of General Body for approval prior to forwarding it to the
Board.

19. General Body:

19.1 There shall be a General Body of the Cricket Association, which shall be
formulated within 15 days of notification of the Election Result.

21. Annual General Meeting (AGM) :

21.1 Every Cricket Association shall hold an Annual General Meeting within 90 days
of commencement of each Financial Year.

21.2 The AGM shall be ordinarily convened at the head office of the Cricket
Association or at such other place as decided by the Executive Committee. The
President of the Cricket Association shall preside the meeting. In case, the
President is unable to preside the meeting due to his absence or any other
reason, the Vice President shall preside the meeting. In the absence of the
President and Vice President, the members shall select any other person from
amongst themselves for the same.

21.3 The notices to call AGM shall be issued under signature of the Secretary to the
members or any other person entitled to attend at least 30 days prior to the date
of meeting. The notice shall clearly mention the date, time and venue of the
AGM, and shall contain the agenda thereof.

21.4 Thebusinessto be conductedinthe Annual General Body Meeting shall be to:

a. Considerand adopt the Annual Report furnished by the Secretary;
b. Approve audited statements of the accounts and budget estimates;
c. Appoint auditors from amongst the panel of auditors/chartered

accountants as approved by the Board;

d. Elect two representatives from Active Clubs on the Executive
Committees provided herein;.

e. Approve schemes/ projects for development of game of cricket; and
f. Consider any other point with permission of the Chair.

21.5 The Cricket Association shall submit to the Board, the copy of confirmed
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minutes of the Annual General Meeting to the Board within 30 days of the
meeting.

22. Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM):

The President shall, on written request of not less than 50% of the total number of
members shall call an Extraordinary General Meeting of the General Body for which
notice to the members shall be issued at least 72 hours prior to the meeting. The notice
shall be in writing accompanied with agenda of the meeting and sent through courier or
hand delivered.

23. Quorum:

23.1 Fifty-one percent of the total members of the General Body shall constitute
quorum for the AGM or EGM.

23.2  Ifatany meeting, the quorumislessthan fifty-one percent of the total members
of the General Body; the same meeting shall be adjourned to a day not earlier
thansevendaysthere fromatthe samevenue.

Provided that the members who were not present at the first meeting shall be
given notice of the adjourned meeting.

24. Bar against Defaulters:

The member of the General Body who has not paid its dues shall not be entitled to
attend any meeting(s).

25. Decisions by Majority:

All decisions at any meeting shall be taken by simple majority of the members of
General Body present and voting except for the vote of no confidence which in order to
pass shall require 3/4"majority of the total number of the voting members.

26. Place of Meeting:

Unless the President otherwise directs, all meetings of the General Body shall be held at
the head office of the Cricket Association.
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27. Sub-Committee(s):

27.1 The Executive Committee may constitute one or more sub-committees to assist
it in performance of its functions and for carrying out the purposes described
herein.

27.2 The Secretary shall act as 'secretary' of such sub-committees unless the

Executive Committee nominates any other member as secretary to the sub-
committees.

28. Executive Committee:

The following shall comprise as the Executive Committee which shall be formed within
15 days of notification of the Election Result of any Cricket Association, under
intimation to the Board.

d) Two representatives of Active Clubs of District/Zonal Cricket Associations
duly elected by Presidents of Active Clubs.

29. Casual Vacancy:

Any casual vacancy in the office of President, Secretary and Treasurer arising through
death, no confidence, resignation, removal, withdrawal, disability or disqualification of
office bearer, shall be filled for the remaining term through election of the concerned
vacant post to be conducted by the Election Commission of the Board.

30. Powers and Functions of the Executive Committee:

The Executive Committee shall exercise the following powers, i.e. to:

For clarification, if it is expressly provided that
the Association shall be solely responsible and liable for any and all obligations
etc. that accrue because of such contract, guarantees or any other liabilities and
the Board shall neither be responsible nor liable inany manner whatsoever;

Take such other steps as may be necessary and expedient to carry out the aims
and objects of the Cricket Association;

Conduct the affairs of the Cricket Association and to ensure that all applicable
rules and regulations are complied with by all members and the programs
formulated and resolutions passed by the General Body are fully implemented.
The Executive Committee shallregularly submititsreportin respect of its
activities to the General Body for consideration;

Prepare and lay before the General Body meeting, a profit and loss account,
audited balance sheetand budget etc.;

Fix the amount of money to be kept by the Treasurer for day to day expenditure
of the Cricket Association or for any specific purpose; and

Nominate an Acting President or Acting Secretary from amongst its members, if
the President or Secretary is not available for a period of not less than thirty days
and not more than forty five days. In case such Office Bearer is absent for more
thanforty five days, his post shall be considered as vacant and the process
tofill up casual vacancy shallimmediately commence.

Meeting of the Executive Committee:

The Executive Committee shall meet as often as deemed necessary, but at least once every
six months, for the business of Cricket Association for which the members shall be invited
by the President/ through written notice. The minutes of the meeting shall be recorded
and maintained by the Executive Committee which shall be made available to the Board, if
required.

Special Meeting by Requisition:

Not less than fifty percent members of the Executive Committee may in writing, make a
request to the President to convene a special meeting of the Executive Committee,
specifying the agenda proposed to be discussed at such meeting. The President shall
convene a meeting of the Executive Committee within seven days of the receipt of such
request.

33. Quorum:

The quorum of any meeting of the Executive Committee shall be 2/3" of the total number
of members.

Procedure:

34.1 The Executive Committee may make rules to regulate its own procedure and
conduct of business which shall apply after approval in writing by the Board.

34.2  Any rules or procedure declared by the Board to be in conflict with the
Constitution, rules, regulations or any policy of the Board or if the Board has
otherwise any objection against the same, such rule(s) or procedure(s) shall be
deemed to be null and void and the Executive Committee shall endeavor to
replace or substitute it at the earliestin the manner prescribed above.

35. Funds of the Cricket Association:

The funds of any Cricket Association may comprise of the grants, donations,
sponsorships, subscription fees and all other monies/funds payable to, or receivable by
the Cricket Association. The funds shall be maintained in the bank account(s) as
determined by the General Body.
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36. Disciplinary Commiittee:

36.1 The Executive Committee of Cricket Association(s) may appoint a Disciplinary
Committee to probe into any disciplinary matter. The Disciplinary Committee
shall follow the procedure as prescribed by the Board to conduct its proceedings
and suspend the player pending proceedings.
36.2 The Disciplinary Committee shall give its findings in accordance with the
prescribed procedure.

37. Secretariat:

37.1 The Cricket Association shall maintain a Secretariat at its own cost and expense,
torun its dayto day affairs.

37.2 The head office of the District/Zonal Cricket Associations shall be established at
its district/zonal headquarter.

38. Amendmentin Constitution:

The BOG of PCB may amend, alter, or modify this Model Constitution from time to time,
if deemed necessary.

39. Penalties:

i Whosoever violates the constitution, rules, undertaking or instructions shall
be deemed to be immediately disqualified and cease to be an office
bearer/member of the Association, body or club.

ii. In addition to clause (i) supra, he/she may be barred for three years from
contesting elections or becoming a member, office bearer etc. of any
Association, Club, Organization, managed, monitored, controlled or
affiliated to the Board.

40. Supersession of the Cricket Association:

40.1 The Board, if satisfied that any Cricket Association is unable to perform its
functions, may, for reasons to be recorded, supersede the management of the
Cricket Association and appoint an Interim Committee consisting of a Chairman

and as many members as deemed appropriate to carry out the operations of
the Cricket Association.

Upon an order of supersession being passed, the General Body and the
Executive Committee shall stand dissolved and the President, Treasurer and the
Secretary shall vacate their respective offices withimmediate effect.

The Interim Committee so appointed by the Board shall assume functions of the
Cricket Association and any reference to the General Body, Executive
Committee and any other functionaries in these regulations shall mean
reference to the Interim Committee. Provided that an order of appointment of
an Interim Committee shall, unless extended by the Board for reasons to be
recorded in writing, cease to operate on the expiry of a period of three months.

The Board may, at any time, revoke the order of supersession and cause the
appointment of a new General Body and Executive Committee through election
under theseregulations.

Upon revocation of an order of supersession, the Interim Committee shall
dissolve ipso facto and the elected Office Bearers shall take charge of their
respective offices.

All acts done, proceedings taken and contracts entered into by the Interim
Committee shall be deemed to have been done, taken and entered into lawfully
andvalidly and shall be binding upon the Cricket Association.

41. Dispute Resolution:

a) Any dispute(s) pertaining to and arising out of this Constitution shall be
eferred to the Regional/City Cricket Association in writing, which
shall adjudicate the dispute in accordance with the principles of
natural justice, and shall give a reasoned order in writing after
providing an opportunity of hearing to concerned parties.

b) Any person(s) aggrieved of the decision of the Regional/City Cricket
Association may approach the Board for its redressal.

42.Repeal and savings:

All acts done or decisions taken at any time by the District/Zonal Cricket Association and
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policies, instructions as well as directions from the Board implemented by the
District/Zonal Cricket Association shall continue to be in force until repealed, rescinded
or modified by the Board or Board of Governors.

43. Removal of difficulties or doubts:

If any difficulty or doubt arises in giving effect to any provisions of this Constitution,
the Election Commission may make such order to be necessary or expedient for the
purpose of removing any such difficulty or doubt as the case may be.
