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in the office.

| had an unexpected start to my tenure when only
on the fourth day in the office, | was faced with the
unprecedented situation of New Zealand abandoning
their first tour of Pakistan in nearly 19 years on the
morning of the first ODI due to security concerns. The
situation worsened three days later when the England
and Wales Cricket Board pulled the plug on their men's
and women's tours, offering an interesting defence that
their players were ‘spooked out' after New Zealand

withdrawal.

We had to quickly get back on the saddle and calm
the nerves and concerns of not only the fans but the
country as cricket is a unifying game that holds us
together. Through a strategic approach, we proactively
presented Pakistan's case to the cricket world through
the most respected and credible local and international

journalists, influencers and media houses.

Our efforts bore fruits. On 9 November a two-member
England and Wales Cricket Board delegation visited
Lahore and not only committed to visit Pakistan for three
Tests in the last quarter of 2022 but also agreed to play
two additional T20Is in September 2022 in the lead up
to the ICC Men’'s T20 World Cup Australia 2022. Seven
weeks later on 20 December, New Zealand Cricket
agreed to contribute costs towards the losses incurred
due to the postponed tour besides announcing that they
will undertake an additional tour in April 2023 comprising
of five ODIs and five T20Is. They also reaffirmed their
commitment to visit Pakistan for two Tests and three
ODls in December 2022 and January 2023.
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PCB CHAIRMAN RAMIZ RAJA'S REPORT

It is my pleasure to write my first message for the PCB Annual Report. | was elected as
only the fourth former international cricketer and 36th PCB Chairman by the Board of

Governors on 13 September 2021. As such, this report captures only my first four months

These were major and significant outcomes for Pakistan
cricket as we were able to safeguard our international
cricket in 2022 and beyond, while reflecting the
credibility, reputation, profile and image of the PCB and
Iits management.

In my media conference on the day of my election,
| had announced the appointments of Australio
legend Matthew Hayden and South Africa fast bowler
Vernon Philander as batting and bowling consultants,
respectively for the ICC Men’'s T20 World Cup 2021.
These were strategic but extremely risky appointments
as engaging them so close to the world event could
have been viewed as disruptive and unnecessary.

However, the decision proved right when the duo
combined well with Saglain Mushtaqg and Babar Azam to
turn around the fortunes of the side that defeated India
by 10 wickets for the first time in a World Cup match in
29 years and reached the semi-final while remaining
undefeated. In the semi-final, Pakistan fought gallantly

to lose a nail-biter against Australia.

At the back of the T20 World Cup, Pakistan toured
Bangladesh and returned undefeated — winning the
three T20I series 3-0 and two-Test series 2-0. Pakistan
then won 3-0 in the T20I series against the West Indies,
however, the ODIs were rescheduled for June 2022 due
to Covid outbreak in the visitors' camp.

This was a 250 per cent
increase and so 10 players in A+ category now received a monthly retainer of PKR250,000 each, followed by
PKR185,000 each for the 40 cricketers in Category A, PKR175,000 each for 40 players in Category B, PKR165,000
each for the 64 players in Category C and PKR140,000 each for the 37 players in category D

Championship, National U1? Championship, National U1? Cup Quaid-e-Azam Trophy and Cricket Associations
Challenge.

and losing three. In 12 Tests of the six series, Pakistan won four Tests and lost five, while three ended in

draws.

In the second half of this event (1 July 2020 onwards),
Pakistan played England in England and New Zealand
in New Zealand, before hosting South Africa for the first
time since October 2007. Pakistan lost to England and
their preparations in New Zealand were affected due
to a 14-day room isolation and subsequent absence of
Babar Azam and Imam-ul-Haqg due to injuries, before
beating South Africa in both the Tests in Karachi and

Rawalpindi.

ICC World Test
Championship 2019-21 were Babar Azam, who topped

his side’'s batting chart with 932 runs in 10 Tests with

Pakistan's star batters In the

four centuries and five half-centuries, Azhar Ali, who
aggregated 748 in 12 Tests with two centuries and
two half-centuries, and Mohammad Rizwan, who
accumulated 741 runs in 12 Tests with a century and six

half-centuries.

Amongst the bowlers, Shaheen Shah Afridi was the leading wicket-taker with 36 that included a five-fer,

while Yasir Shah scooped 32 wickets. Hasan Ali was the only Pakistan bowler to record a 10-fer when he

picked up 10 for 114 against South Africa in Rawalpindi. Hasan featured in only two Tests in the competition.

PAKISTAN O ENGLAND 1

A breathtaking 156 by opener Shan Masood, followed
by four for 66 by Yasir Shah gave Pakistan a 107-run first
innings lead in the Old Trafford Test. However, Pakistan
batters were unable to take aniron grip in the Test and
could muster only 169 in their second innings with Yasir
Shah (33) as the top-scorer and Asad Shafig (29) and

Mohammad Rizwan (27) being the other contributors.
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The second Test at Southampton was marred by rain
as Pakistan, batting first, scored 236 with Mohammad

Rizwan scoring 72 and Abid Ali scoring 60.

England were 110 for four when match ended with

Mohammad Abbas taking two for 28.

In the third Test at Southampton and still reeling from the
shock defeat in Manchester and batting collapse in the
second Test, Pakistan were left to play the chasing game
after England posted a mammoth 583 for eight declared
that revolved around Zak Crawley 267 and Jos Buttler's
152. The two batters added 359 runs for the fifth wicket
after England had slipped to 127 for four.

In turn, Pakistan were bowled out for 273 despite Azhar

Ali's 141 not out and Mohammad Rizwan's 53.

After being forced to follow-on, Pakistan were 187 for four
when both the captains shared hands. Babar Azam with

63 not out wass the top-scorer, while Abid Ali scored 42

PAKISTAN O NEW ZEALAND 2

Under new Test captain Babar Azam, Pakistan arrived in
New Zealand for a two-Test series but were confined to
a 14-day room isolation after a number of players tested
positive upon arrival for Covid. Subsequently, Babar
Azam and Imam-ul-Hag were ruled out for the Test after

suffering injuries in pre-Test series training camp.

Short of match practice and without two frontline
batters, Pakistan were no match to the home side and
eventual champions, and lost the first Test at Mount
Maunganui by 101 runs and by an innings and 176 runs in
the Christchurch Test.

In the first Test, Kane Williamson scored 129, BJ Watling
scored 73 and Ross Taylor scored 70 as New Zealand
posted 431 with Shaheen Shah Afridi taking four for 109
and Yasir Shah picking up three for 113. In turn, Pakistan
were skittled out for 239 after Faheem Ashraf's 91 and

stand-in captain Mohammad Rizwan's 71.
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Nonetheless, the Test will be remembered for a gutsy

and fighting 102 by Fawad Alam that eventually earned
him the Individual Performance of 2020 award as part
of the PCB Awards 2020. Rizwan followed up his 71in the
first innings with 60 in the second. Fawad and Rizwan
stitched up a 165-run fourth wicket partnership and gave
Pakistan hope of saving the Test. But Rizwan's dismissal
at the score of 240 opened floodgates and the side was

dismissed for 271.



In the second Test, only Azhar Ali (93), Mohammad Rizwan
(61) and Faheem Ashraf (48) offered some resistance as
Pakistan were dismissed for 297, following which they
were sent on a leather chase as New Zealand replied
with 659 for six declared. Kane Williamson scored 238,
Henry Nicholls scored 157 and Daryl Mitchell remained

unbeaten on 102 as Pakistan toiled for over 158 overs.

Pakistan capitulated for 186 in their second innings to
hand New Zealand an innings and 176 runs victory. Kyle
Jamieson was their scourge once again, taking six for 48
to record match figures of 11 for 117. Azhar Ali and Zafar

Gohar were the joint top-scorers with 37 runs apiece.

PAKISTAN 2 SOUTH AFRICA O

Babar Azam celebrated his first series as Pakistan
captain when he led his side to a 2-0 series win over
South Africa. This was South Africa’s first tour of Pakistan
since 2007 and third after Sri Lanka and Bangladesh
since the revival of international cricket in Pakistan in
late 2019.

In the karachi Test, local boy Fawad Alam scored a
century (109), Faheem Ashraf contributed 64 and Azhar
Ali scored 51 as Pakistan scored 378 in reply to South
Africa’s first innings score of 220 in which Yasir Shah took
three for 54 and Nauman Ali and Shaheen Shah Afridi

equally shared four wickets between them.

Nauman Ali followed up his two for 38 with five for 35 and
Yasir Shah captured four for 79 as South Africa were spun
out for 245, leaving Pakistan with a victory target of 88,

which they achieved for the loss of three wickets.

Rawalpindi produced a close and tight contest. Batting
first, Pakistan scored 278 with Foheem Ashraf scoring 78
not out and Babar Azam chipping in with 77. Hasan Al

took five for 54 to help Pakistan dismiss South Africa for
201.

With a 77-run lead in the bag, Pakistan posted 298 in
their second innings that revolved around Mohammad
Rizwan's 115 not out and Nauman Ali's 45. Chasing 370

for victory and resuming the last day at 127 for one,
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South Africa were cruising nicely at 241 for three before

they lost their last seven wickets for 33 runs to be bowled

out for 274 that handed Pakistan 95 runs victory.

Aiden Markram scored 108, Temba Bavuma scored 61
and Rassie van der Dussen contributed 48 but the star
of the fifth day was Hasan Ali who followed up his five

for 54 with five for 60. Shaheen Shah Afridi also joined
the party when he took four for 51.

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TWENTY20 INTERNATIONALS

Pakistan had a busy 18-month period between 1 July
2020 and 31 December 2021 in the shortest format of the
game. It featured in a total of 11 Twenty20 Internationals
series, including the ICC Men's T20 World Cup 2021, won
seven, lost two and drew one. This made a total of 38
T20Is, out of which they won 25 and lost nine, while four

produced no-results.

The period under consideration commenced with a 1-1
drawn series against England in August 2020, which was
followed by a 3-0 win against Zimbabwe (home), 2-1
loss against New Zealand (away), 2-1 win against South
Africa (home), 3-1 win against South Africa (away), 2-1
win against Zimbabwe (away), 2-1 loss against England
(away), 1-0 win in four-match series against the West
Indies (away), 5-1in the ICC Men's T20 World Cup 2021
(away), 3-0 win against Bangladesh (away) and 3-0 win

against the West Indies (home).

The period saw Babar Azam and Mohammad
Rizwan form one of the most lethal, destructed and
match-winning opening partnerships. They opened the
innings together in 25 matches and scored 1,380 runs
between them. This included six centuries and three

half-century stands.
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Mohammad Rizwan had a dream run in the 18-month
period, aggregating 1,454 runs in 37 matches at an
average of just over 69 and strike-rate of 134.38. He
struck a century and 13 half-centuries. Pakistan captain
Babar Azam was not too behind, scoring 1,149 runs at
a strike-rate of 130.41 in 35 matches. He averaged just

under 40 and hit a century and 12 half-centuries.

Mohammad Hafeez (522 runs in 28 matches), Fakhar
Zaman (497 runs in 30 matches) and Haider Ali (406 runs
in 21 matches) were the other notable run-getters who
made optimum use of the limited deliveries they received
after Babar-Rizwan excelled at the top of the order on a

regular basis.

Fast bowler Haris Rauf strengthened his credentials as an
aggressive and wicket-taking option, when he claimed
39 wickets in 32 matches at an economy-rate of 8.52.
Shaheen Shah Afridi bagged 29 wickets in 27 matches,
while Hasan Ali and Shadab Khan claimed 25 wickets
apiece in 18 and 24 matches, respectively. Usman Qadir
was the other spinner, who broke the 20-wicket barrier

with 22 wickets in 177 matches.

Pakistan was involved in three matches that produced

over 400 runs. They won all three — two while chasing.

At Centurion on 14 April 2021, South Africa scored 203 for
five in 20 overs and Pakistan successfully achieved the
target in 18 overs with Babar Azam scoring his maiden
century — 122 off 59 balls with 15 fours and four sixes. The

match produced a total of 408 runs.

At Trent Bridge on 16 July 2021, Pakistan scored 232 for
six with Babar Azam scoring 85 and Mohammad Rizwan
63. England were dismissed for 201 in 19.2 overs despite
Liam Livingstone's 103. Shaheen Shah Afridi and Shadab
Khan took three wickets apiece. A total of 433 runs were

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It was another busy year for the National Women's Team as they toured South Africa, West Indies, Zimbabwe (twice)

and hosted Stafanie Taylor's West Indies for three One-Day Internationals at Karachi. The year culminated with the

national side securing qualification for the ICC Women's Cricket World Cup in New Zealand, which will be staged in

March-April 2022.

In the year they had to play the ICC Women's Cricket World Cup Qualifier, the Pakistan Cricket Board, with its

strategic thinking and planning scheduled 11 ODIs and three 50-over matches, the last two of which had to be called

off following the national side’s carrier's to halt flight operations in the African region because of Covid-19-related

complications.

The year began with the National Women's side
traveling to Durban from Karachi in January for six
white-ball matches, three T20ls and as many ODils.
They flew to Harare from Durban to play the home side
in three 50-over matches and two T20ls, but following
the national side’s win in the first match, the tour had to

be cut-short.

The PCB, sticking with its aim to provide opportunities
for the players to grow and develop, sent the National
side and the ‘A’ team to Antigua to take on their West
Indian counterparts. The National side played three T20Is
and five ODIs, while the ‘A’ team took on West Indies
Women ‘A’ in three T20s and three one-day matches in

June-July.

November saw the West Indies Women's return to
Karachi for the second time in three years as Javeria
Khan's Pakistan played the tourists in three ODIls before
the two teams embarked for a journey to Harare for ICC

Women's World Cup Qualifier.
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Following the discovery of a new variant and the
subsequent travel restrictions in the region, the ICC,
as per the playing conditions, granted qualification to
Pakistan, along with Bangladesh and West Indies, for
the ICC Women's Cricket World Cup in New Zealand in
March-April in 2022.

After being on the losing side in a thrilling opening match
against Bangladesh, Pakistan secured comprehensive

wins over Thailand and hosts, Zimbabwe.

In addition, the number of teams in the third cycle of
the ICC Women's Championship (from 2022-2025) has
been increased from eight to ten, and these teams will

be Australia, England, India, South Africa, New Zealand,

Pakistan, West Indies, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka and Ireland.

T20 World Cup 2021 after New Zealand and England unilaterally abandoned their tours of Pakistan.
Pakistan's elite cricketers then joined star domestic performers in the event held from 23 September
to 13 October.

In international standard broadcast coverage and before packed to capacity crowds at the Pindi Cricket
Stadium from 23 September-3 October and at the Gaddafi Stadium from 6-13 October, Pakistan's
UAE-bound players were in full action and made excellent use of this tournament to prepare for the
high-pressure global event. This subsequently proved useful in the T20 World Cup when the Pakistan
cricket team remained unbeaten in the league matches, including a 10-wicket victory over India, before

bowing out in the semi-final.

Amongst the UAE-bound Pakistan team players, Haider
Ali scored 317 runs in eight matches, Babar Azam totaled
286 runs in six matches, Shoaib Malik contributed 225
runs in seven matches, Mohammad Nawaz scored
216 runs in seven matches and Mohammad Rizwan

aggregated 210 runs in seven matches. Amongst the

Iftikhar Ahmed had claimed three wickets for five runs
and Mohammad Imran bagged three wickets for 26
runs as Central Punjab lost their last nine wickets for
64 runs in just over 10 overs to be bundled out for 148 in
19.2 overs with Ahmed Shahzad scoring 44 and Kamran

Akmal contributing 42.

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa won the tournament after their
captain Iftikhar Ahmed slapped six fours and two sixes

against Central Punjab in a 19-ball 45 not out to help

his side achieve the 149-run target for the loss of three

wickets with 18 balls to spare.
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Central Punjab had reached the final after they defeated
Sindh by seven wickets and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa had
progressed to the final following their five-wicket victory
over Northern. The four semifinalists had all finished
on equal points with six victories from 10 matches with
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa securing top position by virtue of
their best net run-rate. They were followed by Central
Punjab, Sindh and Northern.

In the league matches between the finalists, Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa had drawn the first blood by winning by
36 runs before Central Punjab drew level following their

43 runs victory.

The tournament produced two matches in which 400
runs or more were scored with the Northern-Southern
Punjab fixture producing the highest match aggregate
of 428 runs. A total of 401 runs were scored in the match

featuring Northern and Central Punjab.

Northern and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa scored 200 or more
runs twice — Northern collecting 211 for five against
Southern Punjab and 201 for four against Central Punjab,
while Khyber Pakhtunkhwa scoring 211 for five against
Southern Punjab and 202 for five against Balochistan.
However, Southern Punjab scored the highest total of
the tournament when they posted 217 for six against
Northern, whereas Central Punjab scored 200 for two

against Northern.

Australia’s Aaron Summers was the story of Pakistan Cup
2020-21 when he became the first Australian player to
feature in a non-franchise based Pakistan's domestic
event. The fast bowler signed up with Southern Punjab
but had limited success in the four matches, taking four
wickets at 57.75 with an economy-rate of 7.7 and scoring

42 runs.

While Summers had an ordinary event, Test opener
Shan Masood piled on runs in the five matches he
played for Southern Punjab, aggregating 472 runs with
two centuries and two half-centuries. The left-hander
finished sixth on the scorers’ chart, however, his efforts
were not enough to carry his side into the semi-finals as
they finished fifth — two points ahead of bottom-placed

Balochistan.

Sindh topped the points table with 14, including seven
wins in 10 matches, followed by Khyber Pakhtunkhwa (12
points, six wins). Northern and Central Punjab collected

10 points apiece.

In the first semi-final between Central Punjab and Sindh,
the former posted a mammoth 339 for nine in SO overs -
thanks to half-centuries from Tayyab Tahir (60), Rizwan
Hussain (56) and Zofar Gohar (53). In turn, Sindh were
bundled out for 212 in 36.5 overs with Khurram Manzoor
scoring 88 and Saad Ali chipping in with 54. For Central
Punjab, Mohammad Ali was the most successful bowler

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CHIEF FINANCIAL OFFICER'S REPORT

2020-21

During the period, the PCB hosted international series
against Zimbabwe in November 2020 and South Africa
in February 2021. Additionally, our men’s teams toured
England, New Zealand, South Africa and Zimbabwe, the
women's side visited South Africa and Zimbabwe, and

Pakistan Shaheens toured New Zealand.

On the domestic front, Pakistan was once again the only
Test playing country that delivered a complete season of

cricket despite the pandemic.

Over 8,000 matches were held across the country in
different tournaments, including the remaining four
HBL Pakistan Super League S matches, all 34 matches
of HBL Pakistan Super League 6, 48 matches in the
National T20s, 47 matches in the two U192 competitions,
16 matches in the U16 event, 61 matches in the four-day
and three-day Quaid-e-Azam Trophy, 48 matches In
the SO-over Pakistan Cups and seven matches in the

National Triangular T20 Women's Championship.

On the financial side, net revenues, as compared to
the previous year, dropped primarily due to the one-off
Covid-19 relief provided to the PSL franchisees for PSL 5
and PSL 6. Furthermore, due to the drop in interest rates
from 13.25 per cent to 7.00 per cent in H1'2020, the return
on investments on bank deposits reduced as compared

to the previous year.
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| am delighted to present to you an overview of the Pakistan Cricket Board' s

operational and financial performance of its fiscal year that ended on 30 June 2021.

Although the fiscal year presented many financial and operational challenges
due to Covid-19, the successful delivery of all planned activities during these

challenging conditions was the hallmark of this fiscal year.

On the expense side, the costs of doing business
increased significantly across the board due to the
implementation of bio-secure bubbles and several
additional steps taken to ensure the health and safety

of all participants in all our tournaments and matches.

Moreover, the organisation of the remaining PSL 6
matches in Abu Dhabi resulted in incremental costs that

were borne by the PCB.

Notwithstanding all of the aforementioned challenges,
the PCB managed to earn a pre-tax operational surplus

before one-off exceptional items of PKR88OM.

However, on the recommendation of the management
and taking into account the overall financial strength
of PCB, the PCB Board of Governors graciously granted
a substantial relief of PKR1.6B to its franchisees to
compensate for their Covid-19 related losses for HBL
PSL S and 6. This action was taken in the best interests
of Pakistan cricket to support the HBL PSL brand and
the PSL flagbearers and despite this substantial relief,
PCB managed to restrict its overall deficit to PKR835M

for this fiscal year.

PCB's financial health continues to strengthen with cash

reserves due to reach their highest level ever.

In summary, like the rest of the world, the PCB faced significant Covid-19 related operational and financial
difficulties. However, and regardless of these challenges, the PCB fully honoured all its international cricketing
commitments; launched the new domestic cricket structure through which it managed to deliver around 8,000+
domestic matches at all levels; provided substantial financial relief to its PSL franchisees; spent significant amount
of funds on upgradation of its infrastructure and still emerged as one of the most financially and administratively

stable cricket boards in the world during the global pandemic.
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
